As well from and through the literature the communication of analytical chemistry data shows the social aspects reaction in more than one century. 

From the literature, like in “An Enemy of the People”, the play written in 1882 by Henrik Ibsen, has been later adapted in 1950s by Arthur Miller and it was also made in a movie in 1978. And who was this “Enemy of the People” if not a researcher, Tomas Stockmann, that after an analytical chemistry monitoring in a small coastal town in Norway, discovers that the main economics activity, the baths, are serious polluted by inorganics (Cr, Al, H2S, NH3, …) from tanneries and other industry near the the source of bath’s water. The data from water monitoring campaign are fully refused from the townspeople that denounced the researcher as an ”Enemy of the People”.

Through the literature, like in a report called “Death in Venice”, where in 1995 an environmentalist association decide to make more “social friendly” through the Thomas Mann’s novel, some analytical chemistry data about the organic pollutants (PCB, HCB, IPA, …) in Venice Lagoon water and sediment. The press and social impacts are more than good respects the communication made from official Environmental and Health Laboratory and Governmental Agency.
