In case the requirement is not met, the patent is invalid. The requirement applies to the whole patent and the necessary disclosure may be found in the description, claims or drawings (not in the Abstract). Furthermore, the claims of the patent should be supported by the description. 

The following issues will be elaborated: 

1. Implementation of such requirements in various counties (EP, US, IL).

2. Are patents awarded for an inventive idea supported by examples showing its feasibility or are they awarded for routine experimental work? 
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
